Last
September, he addressed the Royal Institute of Philosophy, at Brighton,
and told the members: * In fiction, the theatre, and the cinema, crime
was entertainment, murder a parlour game, and adultery taken as a
matter of course.” Viscount Samuel is anything but a rash and hasty
man in his public utterances, and the above are his considered and calm
observations. What poisonous and polluted sources of carnal pleasure,
fiction, the theatre and the cinema are! To these the large majority of
the people, young and old, turn for satisfaction and entertamment in these

times. [Ewery sin has its root in the heart of man already; and what men -

need is the Gospel of Christ in power, to overthrow and subdue the reign
of evil in the heart, to the end. that there may be a hving soberly,
righteously and godly in this present world. But Satan’s weapons, - to
entangle this generation in open and heinous s, are such as appeal to
and incite the evil hearts of men, through the eye and the ear; and the
results are to be seen in the criminal courts and divorce courts. And thus
morality is at a low ebb in our midst, as in Jeremiah's day. No wonder
that we look for peace and prosperity in vain, in these serious times.
