Conflict and Triumph. William Henry Green. The Banner of Truth Trust.
pp. 177. £3.95.

The author (1825-1900) was a master of Old Testament interpretation and one
of America’s foremost linguists. He held the Chair of Biblical and Oriental
Literature at Princetown Theological Seminary from 1851 until his death.

The contents give much insight into God’s dealings with His servant Job. There
are ten sections, each with rich teaching: Analysis of the Book of Job; Job’s
Happy Estate; Satan; Job in Affliction; Job’s Three Friends; Job’s Conflict; Job’s
Triumph; Job Refutes His Friends; Elihu; The Lord.

There are two appendices: The Place of the Book of Job in the Scheme of Holy
Scripture and The Doctrine of Immortality in the Old Testament.

The publishers are to be congratulated in republishing the book, formerly
issued by Robert Carter & Brothers in 1874, under the title The Argument of the
Book of Job Unfolded. 1t is excellent value and one for our study. J.C
